Online assessments

credit. Assessment capabilities include:

� Online tests that adjust to reflect course customization
(deleting, re-sequencing or adding PLATO content).

� Randomized tests for security.

� Optional pre-test assessments that allow students to exempt
content based on their prior knowledge so they only focus
on knowledge gaps.
